Please watch for any changes.
Bin #1- Will be divided into three sections holding the types noted:

             Clear Glass: bottles and jugs only, no dishes or window glass
             Green and Blue Glass:   bottle and jugs only, no dishes
             Brown Glass:  bottles and jugs only, no dishes
*All glass must be clean.

*NO lids on any glass.
*Labels are OK on all glass.
Bin #2 – Will be divided into three sections holding items noted:

            (new collection) Chipboard, Junk Mail, Books, and Phonebooks
            …all together in one section of Bin #2

Chipboard preferred term by LCRMS, aka paperboard, includes beer 
and soda cases, cereal boxes and any similar dry food packaging,
packaging from computer software/games, paper towel, foil, plastic wrap

 and toilet paper rolls, nearly everything purchased has some amount of 
chipboard material included with it. Also, filler paper used for packaging 
and shipping. 
Junk Mail anything arriving in your mailbox, all envelopes
 and enclosures,  political ads and flyers. Window envelopes OK.
One exception – NO BUBBLE LINED MAILERS

(Bubble material is a contaminate to this bin)  Books - any and all books

with glued binding. 
Phonebook bindings are glued and now belong in Bin #2.

           High-Grade Office Paper – high-grade are the key words, all colors.
           Tin and Bimetal Cans – clean and dry with lids and labels.
Bin #3 – Will be divided into two sections.
           Newsprint – clean, dry, no strings, no tape, no plastic bags.
           Magazines and Catalogs – are made of a higher grade paper

 then chipboard.  This section of this bin should have NOTHING with 
a glued binding. In the past we included phonebooks here, they now go
 in Bin #2  with Chipboard, Junk Mail, Books, and Phonebooks.
Bin #4 – One large bin holding only corrugated cardboard.                                                            
           (new collection) Corrugated Cardboard – Clean, dry and broken down.
NO Used Pizza Boxes.  Corrugated cardboard can still go to the Selinsgrove

Center, but we would love to have it here. Must be corrugated, that means

It has the waffle layer between two layers of paper.  If it is not corrugated add

it to the #2 Chipboard bin.

Bin #5 – one large bin as you are used to holding both items.

            #1 and #2 Plastics – Bottles and jugs only!  No other bucket or
 lid even if it has a #1 or #2 on it…bottles and jugs only. LIDS ON ALL

#1 AND #2 PLASTICS ARE NOW OK! Compact and flatten anything
 you can to save space.  Returning lid to bottle will help to keep compaction.
Bin #6 - No actual bin here, but a chain link fenced in area.

             Aluminum – may be loose or bagged.  Just toss over the fence. 
 Troop 419 will receive proceeds from aluminum.
