Dear Gardener,


In every community there is a need for order, communication, and positive interaction.  For reason certain rules have been created for our gardening community.  Please review these periodically.

Rules to Garden by:

1. The crops you raise are yours but so are the weeds.  Please weed your plot.
2. Herbicides, metal stakes/rebar, and plastic ground cover are NOT allowed.
Newspaper is very good ground cover and is also biodegradable.  Wooden stakes won’t harm farm machinery if forgotten.
3. Pesticides may be used with caution (should not be used on windy days).  We prefer organic pest control techniques.

4. Out of respect for other gardeners please do NOT allow pets or children to run around in the garden areas.
5. Due to erosion control and personal safety, there will be NO parking on the shoulder of University Avenue.  Use the parking lot across from the garden.
6. Though it is an inconvenience vehicles are prohibited between garden plots.  The larger walkways are only for county service vehicles.

7. No gardening is allowed after dark.

8. Stealing is a sin and will be dealt with accordingly.  Introduce yourself to surrounding plot gardeners so that there is mutual support in keeping the gardens theft free.

9. Gardeners are issued plot identification cards.  Please carry your card while in the gardens for security’s sake.  Your I.D. card must be shown upon request.
10.  All non-biodegradable garden supplies must be removed by the end of October.  If you are raising crops that will be harvested in December, please report them to Penn State Cooperative Extension in Union County.  This will delay your deadline for final clean up.

11.  You will receive a letter in October about garden check out procedures.  Please follow those instructions.
12.   If you mistakenly or intentionally plant in another gardener’s plot you will lose those seeds and plants.  If there are any doubts as to where your plot is located please call the office, I will be glad to show you your plot boundaries.

Note: Breaking any rule has consequences.  Failure to follow any of the rules may put you on probation. This means that you will not be allowed to rent a plot next year.
